1. Do I need to fill out an application for each child?  No.  Complete the application to apply for free or 

reduced price meals.  Use one Free and Reduced Price School Meals Application in your 

household.  We cannot approve an application that is not complete, so be sure to fill out all required 

information.  Return the application to Harry Chebookjian, Assistant Principal. 

2.  Who can get free meals?  Children in households getting food stamps or TANF and most foster 

children can get free meals regardless of your income.  Also, your children can get free price meals if 

your household income is within the free limits on the Federal Income Guidelines. 

3. Can homeless, runaway and migrant children get free meals?  Please call Harry Chebookjian to see 

if your child(ren) qualify, if you have not been informed that they will get free meals. 

4. Who can get reduced price meals?  Your children can get low cost meals if your household income is 

within the reduced price limits on the Federal Income Chart, shown on this application. 

5. Should I fill out an application if I got a letter this school year saying my children are approved 

for free or reduced price meals?  Please read the letter you got carefully and follow the instructions.

6. I get WIC.  Can my Child(ren) get free meals?  Children in households participating in WIC may be 

eligible for free or reduced price meals.
