* A student will not be placed in an honors class without the appropriate course grade, final exam grade, teacher recommendation, and placement test results.  All four criteria must be met. It is the students responsibility to obtain and submit teacher recommendations to the office of Curriculum & Instruction.  Students who do not meet all four criteria will be placed in a College Prep. class.  They will have the opportunity to place in honors courses for their sophomore year.   How do I determine if my child should take high school honors classes?
All students will be given the placement exam to assist the high school with appropriate placements.  If your child is considering honors courses for high school, he or she must inform the high school guidance counselor of the honors courses they want to take in high school during their scheduling visit.   
If he or she has an ‘A’ average or better, they should consider honors courses.  Check the placement criteria listed on the reverse side of this document and/or consult with your child’s current teacher for the subject of interest.  To assist you, course specific objectives for Algebra I, Algebra II, and Spanish I may be downloaded from the Internet (go to http://www.shoreregional.org/domain/22). You may also obtain these by calling 732-222-9300 ext. 2100.  ***It is important to note that honors level courses require extensive amounts of critical thinking, reflection, academic risk –taking, and bringing a sense of self to their work in addition to timely submission of and participation in all class tasks.  
What should I do after the test(s)?

If after taking the test, students are still interested in taking honors level courses they must:

· obtain and send a teacher recommendation for honors placement from the same-subject 8th grade teacher,

·  submit their most current report card.
We will cross reference the students who requested honors placement, with the placement exam scores, letters of recommendation, and the report card grades.  Students who have met the criterion to that point will maintain their honors placement.  At the end of the school year we will again cross reference those students with their final exam grades for the coinciding subject area(s).  Any student not meeting all four criterion and / or submits their information late will not be placed in an honors level class. Written notification of all placement decisions will be mailed to the home addresses in June.  Requests to reconsider placement must be received by the Curriculum office no later than July 15th.  All requests will be reevaluated however; this does not guarantee honors placement. No requests will be honored if received after July 15th.
Where are the tests administered?

All tests will be administered at the middle school during the school day.  Each test will take approximately two class periods to complete.
What should& shouldn’t my child bring to the test?

1. Each student must bring a black pen and two #2 pencils.

3. No cell phones or iPods/MP3 players permitted. 

4. Students are encouraged to bring a book should they finish testing early.
What if there is inclement weather or need for make-up exams?

Students must be present for the exam itself.  We will offer all make up exams on a case-by-case basis on April 3rd and 4th at 3:30 in the high school.  Any and all acceptable make-up exams must be completed at that time, no exceptions.  
How are the tests scored? Will I get the results?

Our placement process involves a "norm referenced" Testing approach. School systems often use such an approach so students can be properly placed in remedial or gifted programs. The main reason we use a norm-referenced test is that such tests help place students in appropriate courses. Our placement tests are designed to highlight achievement differences between and among students to produce a dependable rank order of students across a continuum of achievement. For the reasons described here, Because individual scores cannot be appropriately interpreted without knowledge of all scores,  we do not provide specific results.
